PRELIMINARY DAMAGE ASSESSMENT

INDIVIDUAL ASSISTANCE

This form is designed to require the minimum amount of writing.

Heading:   Complete the heading for each page used.  It is particularly important to show the name of the city or the subdivision, type

                 of disaster, date of PDA, and PDA team members; last names.  This permits any needed clarification of data shown.

Columns

TYPE:     Note whether single family, multi-family or mobile home.

HOMES:  Primary (PRI):     A primary residence is the main home of the occupants for most of the year.  Urban, suburban and

                   most rural homes are usually primary residences.  A house vacant before the disaster should not be included.


                   Secondary (SEC):  A secondary residence is one used by the family for recreation on weekends, vacations, etc.  If  

                    the property is near a beach, lake, ski resort, etc., and not near a job market area, it is likely to be a secondary 

                    residence.

HABITABILITY:
Affected Habitable (AFTD):  Some damage to structure and suspected damage to contents.  Some damage to structure and suspected damage to contents.  Structure is usable without repairs.  (Minor basement flooding).

Minor:  Item/building is damaged and can only be used under limited conditions.  May be restored with minor repairs.

**  Guidelines

1. No basement – 1” or more of water on the first floor;

2. No basement with/crawl space = water reaches insulation and duct work;

3. With basement =

                 Summer: 5’ or more of water in basement;

                 Heating Season: 1’ or more of water in basement;

                 Sewage Backup: 1’ or more of sewage in basement;

                 Mobile Homes = belly board damaged by water; 6” or less on plywood floor.

Major:  Item/building is damaged to the extent that it is no longer usable and may be returned to service only with extensive

              repairs.

**  Guidelines

1. Mobile Homes with/plywood floor-6” to 2’ of water;

2. Mobile Homes with/particle board floors – 1” to 2’ of water, for short duration flood only.

       Destroyed (DEST):  Item/building is a total loss or is damaged to the extent that it is not usable and not economically repairable.

STATUS:

       % Owned:  About 95% of homes in middle or upper income neighborhoods are owner occupied, as are most rural home, with the 

       exception of tenant farmers.  Inquiry should be made where co-op or condominium ownership is suspected in complex or multi-

        family buildings.  NOTE:  Units in a multi-family complex will usually be rentals.  Low-income urban neighborhoods are usually 

       50% or more rentals.  Mobile home parks are often a mix of rentals and owners.  Tenant farmers will usually fall into this category.

       INSURANCE:  % INS:  Identify if the dwelling was insured.

       INCOME:  % LOW $:  Provide your best estimate of the percentage of low-income families affected by the disaster.

       BUSINESS:  NO. (NUMBER):  Total Affected.

** Guidelines provided are general; flooding damage intensifies with duration of flood and degree of contaminants and sediments in

     water.
